Dear St. Peter’s Families,

At St. Peter’s we believe that wearing a uniform has many benefits; uniforms promote equality, reduce bullying, foster unity and pride, simplify morning routines and create a more focused, professional learning environment. 

In the Early Years, much of our time is spent in active play and outdoors and we have recognised that a traditional uniform can restrict the physical development we are trying to achieve. Therefore, from September 2026, we are making a small change in the FSU towards a flexible, comfortable and durable school uniform that encourages movement throughout the school day. 

It’s a small change with the potential for significant impact – helping our children to be more physically active, more included, more focused and ready to learn with movement in mind. It has the added benefit of being far easier to change into independently and to remove, quickly, for the toilet.

Our new “Active Uniform” will consist of a white polo shirt, a navy cardigan or jumper (with or without the school logo) or the school hoodie and plain, non-branded, navy jogging bottoms. In summer children can also wear plain navy sports shorts. Footwear can be navy or black trainer style that children can easily put on themselves. (No boots, canvas shoes or laces please)

As most of the uniform will remain the same, there shouldn’t be a cost implication for our current FS1 children with the benefit that no further PE kit will need to be purchased until Year 1. These changes will apply to the whole of the FSU, both Nursery and Reception. Uniform for the rest of the school remains unchanged.
