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Personal Equipment List

The clothes you bring to wear for working outdoors at St Michael's should be warm and hard wearing. It is better to bring old clothes rather than new ones because you may get wet and muddy at times. Save your other clothes for wearing in the centre. 
Everyone should bring: 
Change of underwear including ‘normal’ socks
Night clothes 
Swimming kit including towel
Thick socks to wear with walking boots & wellies. Other socks will be uncomfortable!
Soap, toothbrush, toothpaste, towel etc. Please avoid aerosols.
For indoors: 
Trousers / leggings / joggers / skirt / shorts (not cycling) /t-shirts etc 
2 x Jumper / sweatshirt / hoody
One pair indoor shoes/slippers 
For outdoors: 
Warm trousers (e.g. tracksuit trousers, but not jeans as they’re hard to dry and cold and stiff when wet)
Shorts (not cycling) – see weather forecast
T- Shirts 
At least two warm jumpers or sweat shirts/fleece tops – these can be the same ones that are worn in the centre
Coat or jacket – preferably waterproof!
Hat, gloves – see weather forecast
Outdoor shoes/trainers – so long as they’re comfortable and NOT sandals 
Walking boots – available to borrow from the Centre
Wellingtons  
Rucksack with a carrier bag inside. Please note that toddler sized rucksacks are not appropriate.

Make sure all your clothes and other belongings have your name on them. 
Bring a named carrier bag or bin liner to put your dirty clothes in. 


Other items: 
Named unbreakable drinks container 
Named carrier or strong paper bag with packed lunch for the first day (contents to be fully edible and/or disposable as it’s going in the bin)
 Favourite cuddly toy (optional)
Torch and batteries (optional)
Camera – not a phone (optional – this remains the child’s responsibility)
Watch or clock
Plastic sandwich box (to fit 2 x slices of bread)
Pocket money in a named purse/wallet up to the agreed limit (£10 maximum). Please send £1 coins. PLEASE DO NOT SEND A £10 NOTE!
£5 will be left in the purse or wallet and £5 will be held by the teachers for our visit to Castleton on Friday.
Sun block – weather permitting
Sun hat - ditto
Medicines (including inhalers and travel sickness tablets). These should be sent to school on the morning of the visit in a named bag with clear instructions included.
Sweets / snacks – these are not allowed in rooms. Please put these in a named bag.
If your child suffers from travel sickness, please ensure that he / she has taken a tablet before coming to school on Wednesday and also brings a tablet in a named envelope for the return journey.
